Regulations 

1. Dates
The Delhi International Ethnographic Film Festival will be held from 26-30 November, 2008.
2. Entry requirements

The selection in the Theme section and the Open Section will consider films produced from January 2005 to May 2008. 
Required submission formats for selection purpose are DVD and VHS. The selected films will be screened in Beta SP, DVCAM or mini DV formats only. DVD’s will not be acceptable for screenings during the festival.
3. Entry procedures & selection

The entry form must be returned to DIEFF with a VHS tape (PAL, SECAM or NTSC) or DVD. The VHS tapes/DVD will be sent by mail (please make sure to mention “without any commercial value/For Cultural Purpose Only”) to: Prof. Rajni Palriwala, Delhi International Ethnographic Film Festival, Dept. of Sociology, Delhi School of Economics, University of Delhi, Delhi     India. Tel: +91-11- 27667858. The last date for receiving entries is 30 July 2008.. Entrants of the selected films will be notified by the last week of October 2008. If any notification hasn't been sent by this date, this means that the film has unfortunately not been selected. A duly constituted selection committee headed by the Director of the festival will be previewing all the submitted films to make the final selection.
4. Shipping and return of the prints

The screening copies have to be sent by mail or courier express (please make sure to mention “without any commercial value/For Cultural Purpose Only”) to: Prof. Rajni Palriwala, Delhi International Ethnographic Film Festival, Dept. of Sociology, Delhi School of Economics, University of Delhi, Delhi 110007 India. The prints will be sent back to the applicant after the Festival (not before) with the exception of the DVD/VHS tapes of the selected films, which will be held in the festival's archives.
5. Subtitles
The festival cannot subtitle the films. All submitted films for selection and screening during the festival will have to be subtitled in English if the spoken language is nay other than English.
6. Invitation

The Festival would like to invite all film makers whose films are selected and can assist in locating reasonable accommodation but may not be able provide travel and hotel expense. 
7. Film Publicity
In order to help the festival promotion, taking part in DIEFF involves the authorization to present the films trailers OR CLIPS (NOT MORE THAN 5 MINUTES)
8. Unspecified cases

The festival director will be dealing with any unspecified issue not mentioned above. She may allow special concessions regarding submitted and justified requests. Participation in the festival implies acceptance without reservation of all the terms outlined in the present regulation.
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
